Tokyo City University's response to the novel coronavirus (COVID-19) pandemic

Thank you for your continued understanding and support of the education and research activities of Tokyo
City University. Due to the spread of the novel coronavirus, we have postponed the start of classes and
restricted the use of university facilities. We apologize for the inconvenience caused by the restrictions but we
believe that these measures will help to prevent the spread of infection, as well as being a social responsibility
for the university, as we were required to close due to the government's declaration of a state of emergency.
Tokyo City University will begin the first quarter on May 18. The first quarter will be delivered online, and
faculty and staff are making various preparations towards this. We will do our utmost to ensure that the
distance learning is as effective as the regular face-to-face classes. We will determine the delivery method of
the second quarter depending on the situation of the coronavirus pandemic. We will notify you one month

prior to the start of the second quarter.

Given these circumstances, Tokyo City University has decided the following

(1) In order to support students' self-directed learning, we have decided to provide 50,000 yen for each
undergraduate and graduate student.

(2) Students who cannot purchase a computer can borrow one free of charge for one year. Specific procedures

will be announced in due course.

In addition to the above, the deadline for payment of tuition for the first semester of the 2020 academic year,
which was previously the last day of April, will be June 1. In addition, we have a unique scholarship system for
students whose family finances were suddenly affected by the novel coronavirus. There are also governmental

support programs and other public institutions, so please contact your local office for more information.

B Gotoh Educational Corporation/Tokyo City University's scholarship program
1. Scholarships that provide financial assistance (tuition reduction and exemption) where there has been a
sudden change in the financial circumstances of the primary earner; loan-type programs.

(1) Emergency support for sudden changes in family finances (tuition reduction and exemption)



(2) Emergency loans for sudden changes in family finances (interest-free loans)
2. Tokyo City University PTA Emergency Assistance program (tuition loan)
This is set up by the university PTA and is available for students who are unable to continue their studies due

to a sudden change in family finances. Students can borrow an equivalent to tuition fees interest-free.
